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Dear Fathers and Brothers,

One year and eight months left since Alphy’s kidney transplant took place. By the grace of God, she
survived without dialysis. In one of my conversations, I asked her; what was her feeling when she came
to know that her kidneys were dysfunctional, and she needed to undergo dialysis. She replied: “1 felt very
sad, disgusted, painful, and desperate. It was then the desire to life increased in me. I prayed to God to
extend my life. To undergo dialysis every alternative day itself was painful. But the most humiliating and
throbbing experience was not that. I had to find the money for my treatment. Not merely for treatment,
but for my survival. To expand my life, there left only one choice, the option of a kidney transplant, for
which 1 was desperately in need of a donor. We found one man who was willing to donate his kidney,
provided we paid him fifteen lakh rupees, which was unthinkable. 1 started waiting for divine
intervention. To go forward with my life, | needed money. The family members and well-wishers decided
to go professional begging, by putting on my flex picture at the main junctions of the towns. When 1
travelled, some people looked at the flex and looked back at me. Their sympathetic looks pierced my
heart. Sometimes, when some charity fund-raising programmes were held, 1 had to go with my arms
open, begging for money from the public, and that was painful, very painful for me. I asked God, “What
did I do to you to get sick? And all the more, to beg before others for my survival? It is very humiliating
and disgusting.”

Do you know, father, for two and half years, I was not able to pass urine. My kidneys produced not
even a single drop of urine. But God made me survive. He tested me. He let me undergo humiliating
experiences. In those days, I had only one wish, to get a donor. Finally, through you, God gave one. After
the transplant, when my new kidney started functioning, I felt like a bird, flying in the air. So, weightless,
both mind and body. I don’t know how long I will live. But now I am very happy. It's in sickness we
understand the true value of health. It’s in helplessness we understand the nearness of God. The tests are
not over, and I know it will never end.”

We may have so many reasons to be gloomy, sad, and unhappy. But after listening to Alphie, we
should find out hundreds of reasons to be happy. Happiness is divine grace. It is only when we look
around and see those less privileged than us, we find the blessings of our lives. I have seriously asked this
question myself. “What does a religious priest lack in his life?” And the answer is “Nothing, except the
grace to find happiness and contentment in life!” Sometimes, it is good to look at the lives of our own
family members. Many of them do not have the advantages that we enjoy in our lives. Let us pray to God
for the grace to be happy and joyful in life.

As we begin a new academic year, along with you, I thank God for the abundant blessings He has
showered upon our province. Most especially for providing us with 18 new seminarians who joined our
Minor Seminary at Parakkadavu. Let us hope that we will get a few vocations in our New Seminary in
Andhra Pradesh also. | wholeheartedly congratulate Fr. Lithin Palakkal MS, Fr. Joyal Narimattathil MS,
Fr. George Kizhikandayil MS, and Fr. Nikhil Thekkineth MS, our Vocation
Promotors, for their dedicated service, and all others who supported them in
their duties. Let us continue to pray for our young seminarians under formation
and for all the formators. May the good Lord help us to always be faithful to our
religious commitment. Let us be enkindled with the words of St. Paul: “For I
have learned to be content with whatever I have. I know what it is to have
little, and I know what it is to have plenty. In any and all circumstances, 1
have learned the secret of being well-fed and of going hungry, of having
plenty and of being in need” (Phil 4: 11-12).
