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Dear fathers and brothers,

Greetings from Madagascar!

The 33rd General Chapter, with the theme, “Growing in our identity at the service of
communion and hope,” came to its conclusion with the Holy Eucharist on Saturday, May 4,
2024 . It was a time of grace for the entire congregation, most especially for the La Salette
Matha Province, with the election of Very Rev. Fr. Jojohn Chettiyakunnel MS as the new
Superior General. | remember the prophetic words of Rev. Fr. Isidro Perin MS, our former
Superior General, who shared during the C of C 2023 in Brazil that the 2024 General Chapter
will bring transitional change and a paradigm shift in our congregation. I believe his words
became true with a new Superior General coming from Asia for the first time in the history
of our congregation. We had ample time to discuss and evaluate the present and future of our
congregation and come up with decisions, for the next six years of the term of the Superior
General and his council. To hold the General Chapter in Madagascar was a time of added joy
for the province of Mary, Mother of the Church, as they marked the 125th anniversary of the
arrival of the first La Salette Missionaries in the Land. The congregation and the province of
Madagascar were blessed with the announcement of Pope Francis on May 2, appointing Rev.
Fr. Clement Herizo MS as the new Bishop of the Diocese of Maintirano. With the newly
appointed bishop, we have three La Salette bishops from the province of Madagascar
rendering their service to the Catholic Church. I was personally surprised to see Fr. Jack
Nuelle MS, a man of 87 as one of the translators in the General Chapter. Fr. Jack used to be
an ardent missionary in Madagascar for three decades, and for him, coming back to this
mission land was a moment of thanksgiving to God. There were 39-Chapter delegates. In
between, Fr. Leonir, the Provincial of Brazil, decided to return due to his 1ll health. We had
chances to visit some of the mission centres of the province of Madagascar, which gave us a
clear picture of the lives and missions of our priests and laity.

I would like to ponder the words of Pope Francis, from his message to the 33rd General
Chapter of our Congregation. “You are called to give your lives to those who ‘thirst” for hope
by spending yourselves boldly in pastoral activity among the people, especially in favour of
those who suffer many situations of injustice and moral and material hardship. Your
congregation, spread across so many nations, boasts a long history written by courageous
witnesses to Christ. In this wake, you walk with renewed zeal to push, with prophetic
freedom and wise discernment, bold apostolic paths and missionary frontiers, cultivating
close collaboration with bishops and other components of the ecclesial community. Take to
heart the concerns and needs of the men and women of our time, spending yourselves with
unfailing love for the poor and excluded. Nurture Marian devotion and persevere in spreading
it among the Christian people; by contemplating its spiritual beauty, many will be able to
believe in the revolutionary power of tenderness and affection.”

Let us congratulate our brothers, who began their Canonical Year of
Novitiate, and our scholastics, who renewed their commitment to the
Lord. We joyfully wait to welcome the newcomers to our congregation
in June. Let us continue to pray for one another and support each other
as we continue our journey in the vineyard of our master.
Remembering all of you and entrusting our province to the Immaculate
Heart of Mary.
